Shortly after this issue of the Gazette is e-
published, your President will receive the names
of the nominees for State Director. Itis
important for the chapters to vote in a timely
manner and send their ballot to me. Itis
imperativethat the number of your votes agree
with your chapter constitution and/or bylaws on
file with International. It must also agree with
the number of chapter members on file with
International. For example: If your bylaws
indicate that eactig gets a vote, that should be
the number of votes you count. If your bylaws
indicate that eachdult gets a vote, that is the
correct number. The State Treasurer sends your
ballots as received to International. Internationa
compares your ballot to your bylaws and roster,
disqualifying any that do not agree with those
numbers. They then appoint the State Director.
It is really important that your chapter votes,
whether there are one, two or a hundred
candidates for Director.

Now, regarding State dugsease, pleasget

your rosters and dues to me before Dec. 15. If
your president, secretary or treasurer does not
have a copy of the 2010 roster, you can request
one by email from John Brink. It is much easier
to make changes on an old roster than it is to
reinvent that particular wheel. John prefers an
email copy if at all possible. | can handle either
an email or printed copy, but we haven't figured
out how to email me a check, so that needs an
envelope and stamp

On Tuesday, February 23, 2010, the Arizona
“Border” country gained fourteen

“Documented” New Mexicans, when six Dona
Ana Peppers (DAP) memberships and one Guest
couple arrived at “Double Adobe RV Park”, just

South of Bisbee, AZ. We spent the week
exploring Bisbee, Douglas, AZ and other
“Border” points of interest. Bill Jones located
his Great Grandfather McDonald’s grave at
“Light Historical Cemetery”, about 50 miles
North of Douglas. The trip home on Sunday
was uneventful, except for Joe Batson, whose
Motor Home went “Belly-Up” between Douglas
and Rodeo, NM. It was eventually towed to
Lordsburg, NM, and a week later, driven home,
“Fixed™!

Monday, March 18, found 7 DAP memberships
and several M-Mt Sams gathered for a
“Combined” campout at “Hidden Valley RV
Park”, in the shadow of Cook’s Peak, North of
Deming, NM. In the following days, some
ventured as far as Silver City, NM, and most
visited Deming at least once to visit the
Museums and the Dairy Queen!

On May, 27, a bit after 4 pm, Elma Ewing
passed from this life. Her passing has left an
emptiness in the hearts of so very many, as
demonstrated by the attendance of family,
members of the NMGS Staff, the Dona Ana
